Activity : The teaching and learning process using the material "I Want to Be a Pilot." 

 

Activity Description :  

The observation was conducted in Grade V, consisting of 22 students. The subject taught was English 

with the topic "I Want to Be a Pilot", and the class was led by Ms. Ni Kadek Windani. 

The lesson began with an apperception activity related to students’ dreams and aspirations. The teacher 

asked students to mention their dreams in Indonesian, then introduced the English terms for those 

professions. The teacher used picture media to introduce vocabulary for various professions such as 

pilot, teacher, doctor, police officer, and chef. 

The learning continued with listening activities, vocabulary pronunciation practice, and simple role-

playing where students stated the profession they wanted using complete sentences: "I want to be a...". 

After that, students were given worksheets to write down and match the professions with the correct 

pictures. 

Challenges Encountered: 

During the lesson, several challenges were observed, including: 

• Some students appeared confused about the instructions and tasks. 

• Some students were unfamiliar with certain English vocabulary for professions. 

• A few students were joking around or not fully focused during the activity. 

• Mispronunciation of English words occurred quite frequently. 

However, other students showed good understanding, were able to correctly mention professions, and 

completed the tasks smoothly.

This observation provided valuable experience in directly witnessing the dynamics of English language 

teaching at the elementary school level. I realized that when teaching a topic like "I Want to Be a Pilot," 

the teacher must be able to simplify the material delivery to match the children’s language development 

level. 

The challenges I observed—such as students being confused, not knowing the English translations of 

certain professions, or being easily distracted—illustrate that students’ motivation and readiness can 

vary greatly. This poses a challenge for the teacher in managing the classroom and ensuring that all 

students can follow along effectively. 

I also noted that pronunciation remains a common difficulty for many students. This highlights the 

importance of regular pronunciation practice and the use of enjoyable methods so that students do not 

feel pressured. On the other hand, I was inspired by some students who showed confidence and 

enthusiasm, and were even able to use correctly structured sentences. 

As a researcher, this experience taught me the importance of creating a supportive classroom 

environment, understanding each student’s character, and adjusting teaching strategies to meet their 

needs. I learned that patience, creativity, and effective communication are essential in education, 

especially when teaching a foreign language to young learners.
